SPAY & NEUTER

The Vance County Animal Shelter offers a FREE
spay and neuter program to low-income
households. Please contact the shelter directly
to find out if you qualify.

All surgeries will be performed by qualified
local veterinary staff every Thursday. Drop off
at the shelter by 8 am on Thursday and the
animal will be ready for pick-up at the shelter
at 4 pm that same day.

*A $5.00 rabies shot will be required for those
pets whose owners cannot provide written
documentation of the pets last rabies
vaccination. Vaccination must be completed 48
hours prior to departure. .

Adoption Fees & What's Included:

+ Cats cost $100 which includes first set of
vaccines, deworming, spay/neuter,
microchip, and FIV/FELV testing

* Dogs cost $150 which includes deworming,
first set of vaccines, spay/neuter,
microchip, and heartworm testing

+ If the animal is four months or older, there
is an additional $5 fee for a rabies
vaccination
